ver, there is enough evidence to arrest the offender.  The 

offender may be permitted bail during this time and released from the

 Department of

Post

-

Conviction

—

The period following the final conviction (guilty verdict) when the offender is 

confined to the Department of Corrections.

 

 

Probation

—

An offender is sentenced to community supervision by a probation agency of

ten as a 

result of suspending a sentence of confinement.

 

 

Parole

—

When at least one

-

third of the sentence has been served, the of

fender is eligible to appear 

before a parole board which may grant release from prison.  The offender has to abide by terms 

and conditions set by the Parole Board for the remainder of the term of the sentence.
